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Foreword

As the here documented conference was not conceived to be a purely aca-
demic gathering, the below papers represent a broad range of formats includ-
ing scholarly, policy-oriented, and impressionistic accounts. As a result, the
collection brings together sources that reflect both, research results on, and
the approach of various actors in Russian society to, human rights protection
in Russia. Especially the contributions by non-academics provide not only
valuable analysis, but also illustration for how some very well-informed Rus-
sians relate to human rights protection in their country. In turn, the Western
contributions, including my own, should illustrate to Russian readers how
more or less informed outside observers approach human rights protection, in
general, and the implementation of international human rights norms in the
Russian Federation (RF), in particular.

The considerable delay between the collection and edition of these pa-
pers in 2001-2002 and their printing in 2004 means that the volume repre-
sents a snapshot of the situation in 2001 rather than a comprehensive up-to-
date evaluation. As | am aware of the relevance of publications for some of
the contributors to this volume, | wish to apologize to these authors for the
three-year delay in the printing of their papers. Only after several attempts, a
(very) suitable publisher for the volume has been found, and sufficient sup-
port from the Friedrich Naumann Foundation been secured.

Three of the papers published here (Alekseev, Arnold, Liamzin) were
not presented at, but submitted to, the conference. Other papers mentioned
in the introduction were presented orally, but not submitted in written form and
do thus not appear in the volume. | have chosen to leave—with a few excep-
tions—the papers, introduction, and conclusions as they were formulated by
the authors back in 2001. The information on the authors at the end of the
volume also refers to 2001. The one exception is Anton Burkov who submit-
ted a new paper in the spring of 2004.

The correct title of the document under question here is ,Convention for
the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms.” However, we
follow, in this volume, standard practice by referring to it often as either
»European Convention on Human Rights” and ,ECHR,” or, simply, ,the Con-
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vention.” That goes also for the Russian contributions in which the first capital
letter switches from the official title's Konventsiia to Evropeiskaia konventsiia
when referring to the unofficial title of the document. Some Russian special-
ists write, when referring to the informal title of the Convention, two capital
letters: Evropeiskaia Konventsiia. As the editor, | have chosen here to apply
uniformly the former solution, or EKPCh. | have no particular preference for
any of the above styles, but decided that a uniform solution would be prefer-
able. The footnoting style follows the standard Russian format throughout the
volume, including its English-language parts, in order to secure uniformity too.
