					mystical (adj.): Related to mysteries or the supernatural.

					nightmare (noun): A terrifying dream or a distressing experience.

					omen (noun): An event or sign that is believed to predict good or evil in the future.

					phantom (noun): A ghost or apparition; something that seems real but is not.

					scare (verb): To cause sudden fear or alarm.

					shadow (noun): A dark area or shape produced when something blocks light.

					shriek (noun/verb): A high-pitched scream or sound; to make a loud, sharp cry.
